Policy & Application · Deadline: March 1

The following summarises the board-approved scholarship policy for student applicants. Please read before completing the
application on the following page.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

1 Applicant must be a member of a Suzuki Association of Pittsburgh family for at least one full academic year prior to
applying.

2 Applicant must be studying the Suzuki Method with a qualified Suzuki teacher.

3 Applicant shall apply in writing to the board of the Suzuki Association of Pittsburgh and include:

a Copy of application to an SAA-approved institute or Suzuki-emphasized program.

b Completed SAP Student Scholarship Application (this form).

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

Institutes & Workshops

Up to $250 / year

Up to ½ of tuition cost. Total student fund

capped at $750/year.

Book-Level Achievement

$50 gift

Upon graduating from Suzuki Book 7.

College Music Award

Up to $300

For members entering college music (if

funds available).

Financial Assistance for Regular Lessons: Assistance due to special circumstances may be available on a semester basis
upon request to the board. Amount shall not exceed one half (½) of monthly tuition for no more than six months.

PRIORITY & GENERAL NOTES

• Priority is given to students who have not previously received scholarship funds from the Suzuki Association of
Pittsburgh.

• If no applications are received before the deadline, the board will continue accepting applications, and scholarships may be
given to more than one child per family.

• All board decisions are discretionary. Neither the Suzuki Association of Pittsburgh, the board, nor any board member shall
be responsible for the exercise thereof.

• Deadline: March 1 each year. Applications received after the deadline will be considered if funds remain available.
